After stringing together 11 games without defeat, Queensland's clash 

with New South Wales at Perry Park on Monday looms as the Maroons' 
toughest test in years. 

The old saying suggests the best 
thing to do after being thrown by 
a horse is to get back into the sad- 
dle - and that is what Queensland 
must do against the Blues this week- 
end. 

Winning, or losing, can be habit 
forming. Towards the end of the last 
run of undefeated matches, which 
came to a halt with the sensational 
and referee -marred 3-1 loss to Fiji 
in May, the Maroons believed in 
themselves and were totally commit- 
ted to extending the record. The 
team must adopt that same attitude 
this Monday and get No. 1 victory 
on the board and build from there. 

Against a NSW squad which is 
expected to contain five of the Soc- 
ceroos expected to play in the Seoul 
Olympic Games in September and 
numerous others who have played at 
full or youth international level, 
Queensland once again faces an up- 
hill task. But it is a challenge reli- 
shed by state coach Bruce Stowell. 

Irrespective of how we lost in Fiji, 
it was a loss and our undefeated run 
ended," Stowell said. "But now we 
have to get back on the tracks and 
start a new run. But winning is much 
more important than the record 
books. Irrespective of whether Frank 
Arok attends or not, Queensland soc- 
cer can once again re -assert its cre- 
dibility by beating the NSW side

which is as strong as the one Alan 
Vest is expected to bring north. 

"It is a shame the Queensland 
players are repeatedly put in a posi- 
tion of having to prove their cre- 
dibility, but I am sure persistence 
will pay off. Winners cannot be igno- 
red forever," Stowell said. 

NSW coach Alan Vest is one who 
recognises the ability of Queensland- 
ers to lift their game against the 
Blues and does not dare under -esti- 
mate the Maroons. 

"I have selected an experienced 
side using groups of players from 
the same club in various areas of the 
park. With our limited preparation, 
we will need to rely on the cohesion 
developed at club level to combat the 
Queenslanders, who we have come to 
know as fighters to the end," Vest 
said. "Reputations count for very 
little when it comes to interstate 
games. There is never an easy one." 

Because of the packed fixture pro- 
gram and the forthcoming Gold Cup, 
both teams have had only limited 
preparation for Monday's fixture. 
Queensland has had two training 
sessions and NSW just one. And 
with a full round of NSL and XXXX 
League fixtures scheduled for Satur- 
day and Sunday, Stowell and Vest 
will not know until late on Sunday 
night whether their squads are clear 
of injury.

NIVEN CLOSES 

THE CAP GAP 
Brisbane Lions fullback Alan Ni- 

ven will become the second -highest 
capped Queensland player if he ta- 
kes the park against New South Wales 
on Monday. 

Niven has played for his state 17 
times, equalling the number of ap- 
pearances made by Gary Wilkins, 
now the Lions vice-president, and 
former Ipswich identity, Graham 
Kathage. Graham McMillan holds 
the record number of official appear- 
ances for Queensland. He was cap- 
ped 23 times. 

If Niven picks up his 18th this 
weekend, he could come close to 
equalling McMillan's record by the 
end of this year. Queensland could 
play Saudi Arabia before the end of 
the month, which would take Niven 
to 19, then is set to participate in the 
four -team South Pacific Cup in Tahi- 
ti in October. 

Hot on Niven's heels in the chase 
for the record number of appearances 
is current state captain, Steve Perry. 
The Redlands captain -coach began 
the season four appearances adrift 
on Niven, but made up that ground 
by playing all three matches on the 
Maroons tour of Fiji last month.

The QSF recognised that when it 
revived interstate football in 1983 
after it had been pushed into the 
background for nearly two decades. 
Now sadly, some are attempting to 
wipe the fixture from the soccer 
calendar yet again. But their mo- 
tives are for selfish gains and ignore 
the potential the match offers Aus- 
tralian soccer.

Players are what the game is about and it is the 
attitudes of those on the field that prompts the 
Queensland Soccer Federation to continue pushing for the inclusion o 
interstate matches on the soccer calendar. 

In the majority of instances, play- 
ers have expressed a desire to parti- 
cipate in representative soccer and 
the comments made by members of 
the Queensland and NSW squads of 
late underline this feeling. 

While the QSF's view on this sub- 
ject may differ from that held by 
some other state federations, with the 
support of NSW, interstate matches 
have been revived and this week- 
end's game will be the 78th clash 
between the two states. That in it- 

self is a record to be proud of and 
one on which we can solidly build 
future interstate rivalry. 

Interstate games also attract the 
support of the media, sponsors and 
the corporate sector, who through 
other sports, are very much attuned 
to state -on -state contests. 

While the players, the coaches, 
and other groups directly or indirect- 
ly linked with soccer show an enthu- 
siasm and desire for interstate games, 
then so too will the QSF. 

WITH N.S.W. DIRECTOR OF COACHING, ALAN VEST 

GO SOCCER: As NSW coach, what 
do the interstate games mean to you 
and how do you react to southern club 
criticisms that the games are only for 
Queensland's benefit? 

ALAN VEST: From my own point of view I 
think interstate games are beneficial and 
an integral part of the program for the year. 
Unfortunately, we don't get the backing 
of the clubs in the southern states for these 
games. It's a tremendous day for Queens- 
land and that's why I have always been 
committed to be involved. But sometimes 
it makes you think whether it is all worth it. 

GS: Have you noticed any change in 
the attitude of the NSW players towards 
the interstate game in recent years and 
can the match ever rise to the signifi- 
cance of rugby league's State of Origin? 

AV: I think if it was truly a State of 
Origin, it might bring a little bit more bite 
into it. But from our point of view, the 
federation insists that we pick the best 
players and I suppose that's best for Queens- 
land that we do that. But the players have 
had that much on with the national team 
over the past few years that for some of 
them, the interstate game is not as im- 
portant. With the games very congested at 
the moment, it is probably a match some 
of them could have done without. 

GS: As a State Director of Coaching, 
how do you see the current standard of 
Australian soccer at NSL and State Lea- 
gue level and in which direction would 
you like to see the code head? 

AV: I don't think the standard of the Na- 
tional League overall is as good as it was 10 
years ago, and I don't think the State Leagues 
are so good. But in saying that I think 
we have a tremendous amount of young 
talent coming through and a lot of young 
talent coming through that we don't use 
to probably the best of their abilities in 
terms of giving them a chance rather than 
going for overseas players. I have always 
been a follower of the National League 

and I think we have got to have a top 
league if we can. Obviously that is depend- 
ent on money. Maybe they have got to 
change it again and if they are going to 
have a National League maybe they've got 
to have two divisions - Brisbane and 
Sydney and the lower half and possibly 
West Australia in the other division. Failing 
that, perhaps a Super League with some 
national play-offs and perhaps bringing 
into that interstate games.

GS: You conducted a coaching course 
in Fiji the week after Queensland's re- 
cent tour. Did the Maroons leave any 
kind of impression on Fijian football 
and do you believe there is anything to 
be gained by Australian state sides 
touring the South Pacific? 

AV: There was a little bit of controversy 
over the refereeing in the last game but 
I think the Fijians genuinely enjoy playing 
teams from overseas, state teams or national 
teams. I think it is a tremendous boost for 
all concerned for a team such as Queens- 
land to tour. I can see nothing but good 
from it and from the overall football angle 
I think a lot of people consider an inter- 
state competition would be beneficial for 
the national team, the national coach and 
the game in general. 

GS: Queensland's Bruce Stowell and 
yourself have been suggested as the 
frontrunners to be named Australian 
indoor coach for the FIFA tournament 
in Holland in January. After your ex- 
perience in the XXXX Super 6, are 
you interested and how difficult a job 
do you see it? 

AV: I would always be interested in any- 
thing like that. Our results (in the Super 
6) probably don't warrant that a little 
bit but a lot of circumstances in that. But 
I think it was a tremendous spectacle and 
I think it definitely is a part of the game 
that ought to be extended and could help 
the code overall get to the stage it should 
be in Australia. Through that and through 
the results of the national outdoor team, 
maybe we are going to get there.

Notwithstanding some administrative 

problems the NSW Soccer Federation is 
again pleased to have the opportunity to 
play Queensland. 

This is the sixth consecutive year 
NSW and Queensland have met at Perry 
Park. Both teams have two wins a piece 
and of course last year's match, which 
featured Bryan Robson, ended in a draw. 
In view of the fact today's winner will 
take the series lead, the NSW team is 
keen to win. 

Interest in representative fixtures at 
an interstate level is ^II the rise. A re- 
cent decision by the ASF to set aside 
a weekend for the promotion of inter- 
state clashes is a step in the right direct- 
tion. It may well be the first step to- 
wards a full series involving all States 
Federations. 

NSW looks forward to today's match 
and I am sure the spectators will get 
value for their admission fee. 

Australian soccer is about to embark 
on one of the most exciting periods in 
its history and the annual interstate 
game this Monday between Queensland 
and New South Wales will be used by 
many players to hone their skills in pre- 
paration. 

Next month Australia will host teams 
from Brazil, Argentina and Saudi Ara- 
bia in the Gold Cup competition which 
will attract international attention. La- 
ter in the year, our Socceroos will com- 
pete in the ultimate sporting forum - 
the Olympic Games in Seoul. It is the 
first time in more than 30 years that 
Australia has played in the Olympic 
football finals. Only a very few privi- 
ledged sportsmen and women gain the 
opportunity to contest an Olympics and 
those Socceroos who will be in action at 
Perry Park this weekend are indeed 
athletes to be admired and congratula- 
ted. 

But 'no athlete reaches Olympic stan- 
dard without competing at the grass 
roots level first.

The Queensland Soccer Federa- 
tion, with the support of NSW, has wor- 
ked hard, to ensure that interstate foot- 
ball maintains its rightful place of im- 
portance on the soccer calendar.

Probably our best, that is most purpo- 
seful effort, for some time. In spite 
of the conditions we wanted a good 
result and played like it.

Unfortunately only three returned, 
but more importantly there were no new 
additions to our 1988 membership. In 
fact it dropped by 20 and as a result 
we are unable to supply officials to many 
games. 

If we don't get any past players or 
others to take up refereeing in 1989, 
then the position can only further dete- 
riorate. 

One of the reasons for the decrease 
in numbers is the verbal abuse directed 
at referees from the public, some quali- 
fied coaches and many "unqualified coa- 
ches", of which soccer appears to have 
many. 

Clubs that form this Federation must 
bear some of the responsibility for the 
present position. I would suspect many 
do not encourage their players who are 
nearing the end of their careers to take 
up this important facet of the game. 

By way of further example, only three 
clubs have asked for the coach of the 
A.S.R.F. in 1988 to attend their train- 
ing to explain the Laws of the Game, 
yet those clubs who have made no con- 
tact are possibly the first to complain 
when there are no referees or they com- 
plain about the standard. 

There are four facets of this code, 
all equally as important - Administra- 
tion: Coaching: Refereeing: Sports Me- 
dicine. It is necessary for each to help 
the other and quite frankly in my opi- 
nion a written attack on a young refe- 
ree by a person with Tony Lowndes' 
qualifications is not helping one bit!

I say to each and every member of 
the Darling Downs Secondary Schools 
Soccer team 1988, their coach and mana- 
ger, a hearty well-done and congratula- 
tions; your effort did not go unnoticed by 
local supporters. It was a mighty effort, 
soured only by the selectors inability to 
give credit where it was due. 

It would be churlish of me not to 
wish the State team selected all the 
best in Darwin and I do so wholehearted- 
ly. Maybe some readers, and hopefully 
selectors would like to address some 
of the matters raised.

Brazil have qualified for the World 
Youth Cup soccer finals by winning the 
South American under -19 championship 
defeating Paraguay 1-0 in their last 
match. 

Former regional title holders Colom- 
bia and hosts Argentina also qualified 
for the Saudi Arabia finals next Febru- 
ary by finishing second and third res- 
pectively. 

Argentina, who were led to the title 
in 1979 by Diego Maradona, edged Para- 
guay out on goal difference after beat- 
ing Colombia 2-1 in the closing game. 

Brazil, world youth champions in 1983 
and 1985, finished the final round with 
five points from three matches, two 
more than Colombia and one more than 
Argentina and Paraguay.

TALKING 
1 will feel sorry for Bruce Stowell and his team when 
they run onto Perry Park on Monday to take on "arch 
rivals" New South Wales in soccer's answer to the Rugby 
League State of Origin. 

The reason I'll feel sorry is be- 
cause the game is not that at all. 
Sure it means a lot to everyone 
north of the Tweed, and I have no 
doubt that the players will give their 
all for Bruce and the Maroon shirt, 
but for why? 

Until people in the south, and 
that includes the Australian Soccer 
Federation, Frank Arok, and soccer 
supporters in general, give the game 
its due importance as a premier re- 
presentative fixture, it can never 
aspire to the heights of State of Ori- 
gin Rugby League. 

That's not the QSF's fault, they 
have worked hard to revive and 
maintain the interstate clash. Now 
they need help from other eastern 
seaboard states. Fifteen years ago 
the interstate rugby league clashes 
were non-events because NSW could 
not give a damn. Once they got se- 
rious, and the matches became offi- 
cial trials for national selection, the 
whole thing suddenly became war. 
Not until Frank begins to take in- 
terstate games seriously and select 
players from the matches, and not 
until the National League gives the 
game its due respect rather than 
treat it as a nuisance, will inter- 
state football have a proper reason. 

Until then, the Queensland soc- 
cer team has just one reason to win - pride in their own performance. 
Had Bruce Stowell ever let that 
drop-off, the series would have died 
long ago. 

The only way that the National Lea- 
gue will ever capture the imagination of 

the Australian sporting public is when 
it is Australian -wide and when consort- 
iums run each team. When that happens, 
as is tipped it will within the next three 
years, then hopefully state games will 
take on their rightful importance and 
finally have some meaning. 

I would hope the introduction of 
franchising would flow back to our 
local competition and awaken some 
officials to the fact that the code 
cannot continue on under its pre- 
sent fragmentation. 

It is costing us a good standard 
of football and this year's XXXX 
League is a prime example. At least 
100 of the players going around at 
the moment don't warrant any pay- 
ment at all. 

Regional teams must be introduced 
in an eight -team league. With less 
places on offer, and that carries over 
to the whole spectrum including coa- 
ches and administrators, only quali- 
ty will succeed and survive. 

The Spencer Park double-header 
was an enterprising promotion last 
week and one would hope others 
would follow suit. 

A double-header involving Mount 
Gravatt and Easts would highlight 
my regional point. Such a promotion 
I am sure would clearly demonstrate 
to both these clubs the benefit of 
unification. 

Grab a pencil and piece of paper 
and see the side you could come up 
with using both squads. Premier- 
ship material perhaps? In the cur- 
rent standard of the XXXX Lea- 
gue, certainties I'd say.
